versity, River Forest, llinois. Beginning with a doctoral dissertation on the 1982 Convention on the Law
of the Seq, he has maintained a special interest in the relationship of international law to religion and
theology. Drawing especially on the work of Bernard Lonergan, Catholic social thought, and interna-
tional law, he is currently researching the ethics of mining— under the earth, on the ocean floor, and
in outer space.
